In 1985, US Dept. of Justice found major civil rights 
violation and life-threatening conditions at Fairview 
Training Center.  The institution finally begins operating 
under a "Consent Decree" which requires a Long Term 
Plan for transferring all residents to community based 
residential and vocational programs and closing 
Fairview by July 2000.
